And, to help decision makers integrate your
insights into their work, we ask if you could please also write 2-3 bullet points as key takeaways arising
from your insights, and - if possible - a couple of recommendations for further reading. Finally, please
also provide a 40-word bio to be published with your piece. We use APA style in our publications.

If possible, we also invite you to suggest 2 or 3 additional potential contributors in your area of expertise
that we might approach to contribute to the collection, which should have around 20 pieces all told.
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
