Last year, members of the Human Rights Council
gathered in one of their regular sessions and they
wrote alresolution.saying that quality education is
crucial to help people grow into good citizens who
understand and respect human rights.

In this resolution, the Council asks the UN Office of
High Commissioner for Human Rights to organize
dialogues with many people including children, and
prepare a report to help governments ensure all
children can enjoy quality education for peace.
